On Thursday evening, Alderman White School held this yearôs Open Evening, 

and this will be followed by the Bramcote College evening next Tuesday. It is 

great for us to welcome so many people who have come along to find out about 

our schools, particularly when we have so much good news to share. I know 

that as well as those families who are brand new to our schools, many of our 

current parents come along because they also have children in Year 6 and are 

beginning the process of preparing for secondary school. We are delighted that 

we can talk about the excellent results we have had this summer, and the 

improvement we have demonstrated in student outcomes over recent years. 

One of the positive features that is always commented upon is the ósmall school 

feelô that our schools have – in other words, students donôt feel that they are 

overwhelmed by the scale of a very large secondary school, they are known 

well by staff and each other, and are treated as individuals. This is important to 

us because it means that we can spot when someone needs extra help and 

support, and our students donôt get ólostô in the system. It also helps us create a 

strong sense of community and togetherness across the whole school. 

Alongside this, we have the strengths that working together across the Trust 

brings. Because of the unique relationship that exists between Alderman White 

and Bramcote College, we are able to share resources and staffing, enabling us 

to offer a much wider range of courses and some amazing enrichment 

opportunities. It also gives our teachers opportunities to share good practice 

and expertise. The link with Bramcote College 6th Form helps our students to 

be fully prepared as the enter Key Stage 5 and move towards university. 

If you are a regular reader of the Newsletter, you will see every week the range 

of enrichment and extra-curricular activities that take place. We are very proud 

of the way our students take the opportunity to show their talents in sport, 

drama, music – in the last year alone we have produced wonderful musicals at 

both schools, our bands and orchestras have played to very appreciative 

audiences and students have achieved success in a range of sports at regional 

and national level. The range of trips and visits our students go on is truly 

staggering, with international trips to China, Spain, Germany, France and 

Portugal, alongside many visits to support the curriculum all over the UK. No 

less important are the opportunities we give students to develop their character, 

through charity work, involvement in volunteering and social responsibility, and 

organised schemes, such as our very successful Duke of Edinburgh 

programme. 

The purpose of our Open Evening is to give information to those students and parents who are thinking of applying to our 

schools for next year. As well as all the information that is provided on the night, we encourage prospective parents and 

students to come and visit the school and see us in operation on a normal school day. If you are in this situation, (or you 

know someone who is) I would invite you to contact school reception to arrange a suitable time and date.
